over the year (Table 1).

e The unemployment rate in Brisbane - South SA4
in May 2026 was 4.0%, lower than the
Queensland average of 4.1% (Figure 1). The
unemployment rate for this area was the ninth-
highest of all 19 SA4s within Queensland (Figure
2).

e The participation rate in Brisbane - South SA4 in
May 2026 was 69.8%, a decrease of 0.6 of a
percentage point over the year (Table 1).
