The modelled regional labour — — ~ ~ © e} < < 0 0 ©

force estimates enhance the direct survey estimates of regional labour (% % % % %‘, % (%, %' % cg %

market data using administrative data and statistical modelling. > z = P4 > z > z > z =

e The number of employed persons in Darling
Downs - Maranoa SA4 in May 2026 was 68,900
persons, unchanged over the year (Table 1).

e The unemployment rate in Darling Downs -
Maranoa SA4 in May 2026 was 3.3%, lower than
the Queensland average of 4.1% (Figure 1). The
unemployment rate for this area was the sixth-
lowest of all 19 SA4s within Queensland (Figure
2).

e The participation rate in Darling Downs -
Maranoa SA4 in May 2026 was 65.3%, a decrease
of 0.4 of a percentage point over the year (Table
1).
